Memories of
Twickenham Riverside
The Richmond Ice Rink in East Twickenham was 
known all over the world. Famous skating stars Torvill 
and Dean were among millions of people who used 
the rink during its twenty-three year lifetime before its 
doors finally closed in 1992. Since this time the ice 
rink has become a legend in Twickenham and it does 
not take long in any gathering before the ice rink is 
mentioned.
 
Residents in the borough are always on the look out 
for a permanent ice rink site but so far none has been 
found. Over the years local newspaper headlines 
have included “Plans for station ice rink come up 
again”, “Last chance for a Richmond ice rink”, “The 
best ice rink in the world’”, “Is ice rink set for brewery 
site?” and “Twickenham’s ice rink could return”.
 
Temporary ice rinks are particularly popular in this 
country and Twickenham Alive is working towards 

installing a small ice rink in the grounds of York House 
this Christmas.  We will be working on this project in 
the coming months and hope that you will support us.
